Congratulations to the three newly crowned European Open Pairs Champions

Entering the last round less than a top divided the front runners in the European Open Pairs Championship and once the top
two had completed their boards the lead changed hands more than once as the remaining results came in. It was Poland’s Artur
Guta and Mikotaj Taczewski who triumphed by .05% from Israel’s Eldad Ginossar and Ron Pachtman, while Grzegorz
Narkiewicz and Krzysztof Buras picked up another medal for Poland.

Players from the Netherlands have a fantastic record in the Women’s Pairs, and they have done it again here in Poznan, with
Bep Vriend and Carla Arnolds repeating their triumph in 2007 to become the new European Open Women Pair Champi-
ons.They led almost all the way, finishing more than two tops clear of their countrywomen, Martine Verbeek and Rosaline
Barendregt with France’s Bénédicte Cronier and Sylvie Willard third.

In the Senior Pairs Poland’s Aleksander Jezioro and Jerzy Russyan and Irena Chodorowska and Jan Chodorowski held
the first two places for most of the time and that is how they finished, the winners finishing almost five tops clear. France’s
Francois Leenhardt and Patrice Piganeau took the bronze.
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Rough start, strong finish

Sabine Auken and Janice Seamon-Molson started the sec-
ond final session of the Women’s Pairs in 12th place, and
based on their start against Sylvie Willard and Benedicte
Cronier, advancement in the rankings didn’t look likely.

One bad round does not a bad session make, however,
and they had moved up four places after playing 16 boards.

This was the first board of the second round.

Board 21. Dealer North. N/S Vul.

Auken led the OK to the ace, and declarer followed with
a spade to her king and a second spade to the jack and ace.
A heart from dummy went to the jack and Auken’s ace, and
she returned a club to her partner’s king after cashing the
#Q. A diamond through gave Auken two diamond tricks,
and a heart to Seamon-Molson’s king meant two down and
plus 300, worth 85% of the matchpoints.

Auken and Seamon-Molson earned 70% on the next
board by getting to game on shape rather than high cards,
making, and duplicated that result on the final board of the
round.

The dummy was a bit of a surprise with || high-card

points, so the focus for Auken and Seamon-Molson was
preventing overtricks.

Auken started with a low club to the |0 and jack. Sea-
mon-Molson switched to the V9, covered by the queen and
king and ducked by declarer.The V10 was taken by the ace,
and declarer continued with the ¢, playing low when Sea-
mon-Molson covered with the king. Seamon-Molson took
her opportunity to cash her three heart tricks. That gave
the defense four hearts, one club and one diamond. Minus
90 was a 70% score for North-South.

On the second board of the next round, Auken and Sea-
mon-Molson were innocent bystanders in a curious auc-
tion that resulted in a cold zero on a huge fix. The move-
ment was Howell, and they were East-West on this
round.

North was perplexed by her partner’s 2NT, but she took
the precaution of raising to game with her fine hand in case
2NT was natural. When South advanced with 4%, the
meaning of which was also unknown, North took another
precaution by bidding again. Over an apparently unfath-
omable 4NT, North bid 5V — perhaps showing aces rather
than key cards — ending a somewhat tortured auction.

Seamon-Molson made the normal-looking lead of her sin-
gleton spade, which had the effect of picking up the whole

suit. North was not taxed to take |2 tricks, leaving Auken
and Seamon-Molson with no matchpoints at all. At every
other table in the Women’s Pairs, the contract was some
number of spades, all of them limited to |1 tricks.

They recovered on the last board of the round, earning 95%
when Seamon-Molson judged well in the auction and took
the maximum in the play with an assist from the defense.

On the final round, they scored all the matchpoints when
declarer went astray on a difficult deal.

South’s double showed three-card spade support.

Seamon-Molson started with a low heart to the jack, ducked
by declarer.A spade came back, taken by declarer with the ace.
She ran ¢10 to Seamon-Molson’s jack, and she switched to
the #Q. Declarer took the trick with the $A and played a
heart to her ace, then ruffed a heart, followed by a spade to
the jack.Auken won the #Q, cashed the %K and played a third
round, ruffed by Seamon-Molson and overruffed by declarer.

North still had a heart loser, and she could have squeezed
Seamon-Molson in the red suits by simply cashing her re-
maining two spades, but she took another diamond finesse,
ending with only seven tricks for minus 150.

Plus 50 would have given Auken and Seamon-Molson only
55%. Plus 150 was worth the lot.

The next board earned them 90% - they were minus 100
when North-South can easily score plus120 or |50 — and
they ended the session with a 70% result when their op-
ponents missed a slam bid at most other tables.

With lots of boards still to play, they were still in the hunt
for a medal, perhaps even gold.

Some trivia

Some trivia regarding medal winners in the five Open
European Championships held until now:

The 91 medals handed out at these championships
went to 73 different players, 41 of whom had not
medalled before. There are now 336 medallists from
the five European Open Championships.

Philippe Cronier, Patrick Grenthe, Philippe Van-
houtte, Francois Leenhardt, Fabrice Piganeau, Carla
Arnolds, Martine Verbeek, Anneke Simons, Jet Pasman
and Paula Leslie won their fourth medals.

Bénédicte Cronier and Catherine D’Ovidio won two
medals, bringing their total to five.

Sylvie Willard won three medals; she now has six. Only
one other player, Wietske van Zwol (who was not in
Poznan) has more than four medals, namely also six.

However, Bep Vriend leads this table, by winning
three medals here and now totaling seven.

Sylvie Willard, Bénédicte Cronier, Philippe Cronier,
Patrick Grenthe, Guy Lasserre, Francois Leenhardt,
Philippe Poizat, Philippe Vanhoutte, Sam Lev, Jeff Meck-
stroth and Eric Rodwell won their second European title.

Catherine D’Ovidio won two titles to become only
the second player with three titles.

This table is also headed by Bep Vriend, by winning her
fourth title at a European Open Championship (Mixed
Pairs 2003,Women'’s Teams 2007, Pairs 2007 and 201 1).

Croatia and Switzerland won their first medals,
bringing the total number of countries with medals at
the Open European Championships to 28.
